On behalf of the Editorial Committee, I would like to thank all the boys and 
staff who submitted articles and hope that you enjoy this edition of the 
Christ Church journey, a rich memento of another successful year. 
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As I wrote for Mitre this year, I reflected on 
what was a phenomenally successful year 
for Christ Church Grammar School.

In December, we received news of the 
excellent academic results of our 2018 cohort. 
The results were due to the efforts of our hard-
working students, inspirational teachers, and 
supportive parents and family members. The 
School is incredibly proud of every student’s 
performance and as an academically inclusive 
school, we continue to value diversity and 
openly accept boys of all abilities knowing that 
this truly enriches the lives of all our students.

We started the new year with two new senior 
members of staff joining the team. Dr Steven 
Males joined as Head of Preparatory School 
and Mr Simon Angus as the Deputy Principal 
and Head of Senior School. Along with their 
families, they were warmly welcomed into the 
community and their wealth of experience 
and knowledge of educational practice has 
been positively reflected around the campus.  

In February we held the official opening of 
the new Preparatory School, which included 
the blessing of the building by the Most 
Reverend Kay Goldsworthy AO, Archbishop 
of Perth. Then we got down to business, 
and throughout the year we have used the 
large, innovative learning spaces to do what 
we do best – motivate boys to achieve their 
very best. We also welcomed our youngest 
students with three and four-year-old boys 
entering our first ever Pre-Kindergarten and 
Kindergarten classes. It has been wonderful to 
witness the older Preparatory School students 
taking a keen interest in the younger boys, 
walking and talking with them, and creating 
the foundations of our inclusive and inviting 
culture. The opportunity to include an extra 
Year 3 class in 2019 has also been very positive 
for the cohort and the School as a whole.

During the year, our Senior School students 
introduced a project that truly demonstrated 
their concept of philanthropy. They decided to 
raise funds and gift a Christ Church education 
to a boy who would otherwise not be able to 
attend the School. The Students’ Scholarship 
was a positive initiative – by the boys, for a 
boy – resulting in a new boy being offered a 
full-fees position.

The use of technology in education is 
constantly evolving and this year we changed 
devices from a single tablet to the Windows 
platform, delivering a two-in-one device. 
Windows technology provides the boys 
with the use of a high-end computer plus 
a notebook. The advantages of a notebook 
are significant as it has been scientifically 
proven that writing things down helps with 
retention of information. Another wonderful 
introduction this year was the Innovation 
Space in the Preparatory School, which brings 
boys together in teams with an inquiry-based 
approach to work. It has seen students 
connecting with local and international 
schools with the aim of exploring global issues 
within the curriculum framework.

Mid-year, the School underwent  
re-registration, a process all educational 
providers are required to go through on a 
regular basis. This rigorous review involved 
interviews with numerous members of our 
staff and community and a thorough review 
of documentation across all aspects of the 
School’s business. Based on the current 
registration standards, there was a focus 
on governance and accountability by the 
School’s governing body, child safety with 
reference to the Child Safe Framework, and 
our complaints and critical incident policies 
and procedures. We achieved an outstanding 
result with confirmation from the Department 
of Education that the School successfully 
achieved re-registration for the maximum 
term of five years.

Two years ago we introduced On Queenslea 
Drive (OQD), a dedicated rites of passage 
program for our Year 9 students. This year-
long program discusses themes such as 
identity, relationships and purpose. Since the 
program’s commencement, we have collected 
data and recent analysis confirms the 
experience has been extremely rewarding for 
all parties involved. It has been incredibly well 
received with comments from participants 
suggesting that it has been ‘life-changing’ 
and one of the unique reasons they believe 
people will select Christ Church as a school for 
their son.

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Some time ago we started conversations 
with Methodist Ladies’ College regarding a 
joint aquatic precinct that would span both 
campuses. At the beginning of 2019 work 
on this project began and the precinct is 
now nearing completion. The result of this 
remarkable shared vision is a world-class 
facility, featuring a 50-metre pool and a new 
40 x 25-metre pool. Health and wellbeing 
are such a significant part of our educational 
programs and both schools will be able to 
use the facilities for their respective Physical 
Education lessons and Sports programs. We 
look forward to seeing our students use this 
facility as they learn new skills, hone their 
abilities and enjoy a range of community 
events and competitions.

Compulsory sport is a highly valued 
component of our program here at  
Christ Church. I would like to thank everyone 
within the community, be they parents who 
support, staff who coach and manage, or 
the boys themselves who participate with 
such enthusiasm, for their engagement and 
passion for the blue and gold. In 2019 the 
School performed incredibly well in sport 
and was awarded six championship cups for 
rowing, swimming, tennis, water polo, rugby 
and hockey, as well as PSA Chess, which 

we have won for the past 10 years. This is 
an extraordinary achievement and we are 
now the School with the most PSA sporting 
premierships in a calendar year. It is also the 
third year in a row that we have achieved this 
title having won five premierships in 2017 and 
six in 2018. This is due to a number of factors, 
including talented coaches who are experts  
in their field and know how to bring out the 
best in the boys, excellent facilities and a  
well-considered training and game program.

The Arts always features prominently in our 
educational offering and this year Drama 
entertained us with four fabulous productions 
dedicated to the theme, ‘What’s in a name?’.  
We enjoyed a murder mystery, a parody, and 
a couple of musicals, all of which appealed to 
a wide range of audiences and showcased the 
amazing talent of students, directors, lighting 
and sound specialists, costume design 
and much more. Our musicians continued 
to impress with various performances 
throughout the year, including Soli '19 which 
celebrated the diverse talents of our Year 12 
Music students. Every year our music events 
make it apparent how much time is spent 
practising and rehearsing by our vocal and 
instrumental performers who are masters  
of their craft.

Great things cannot be achieved without 
great people. We are so blessed to have the 
calibre of teaching and support staff that 
we do. They are dedicated and talented and 
come to school every day to assist the boys 
in achieving their best and making a positive 
difference. On behalf of the Council and 
Executive I wish to thank all our staff for their 
contributions throughout this very busy year.

I carry with me an immense sense of 
gratitude leading this great school and look 
forward to guiding the staff and boys in 2020, 
as we embark on another wonderful year at 
Christ Church.

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A median ATAR of 92.50, six General 
Exhibitions, three perfect ATARs, two 
Subject Exhibitions, 23 Subject Certificates 
of Excellence, 21 Top Performing courses, 
25 subjects with mean scaled scores higher 
than those of the State, 46 Certificates of 
Distinction and 41 Certificates of Merit; 
these are just some of the figures which 
characterise the exceptional academic 
performance of the 2019 Year 12 cohort. 
Add to these six PSA premierships and 
we easily have the ingredients for what 
may be considered the best overall 
performance of a Year 12 cohort the School 
has seen in over a decade!

Congratulations must go to George Schulz, our 
Dux for 2019, for achieving an ATAR of 99.95 as 
well as a General Exhibition and a Certificate of 
Excellence in Chemistry; Benjamin Davison-
Petch, our Academic Prefect for 2019, for 
attaining an ATAR of 99.95, a Subject Exhibition 
for Mathematics Specialist, and Certificates of 
Excellence in Chemistry, Mathematics Specialist 
and Physics; and Marcus Handley for receiving 
an ATAR of 99.95 as well as Certificates of 
Excellence in Mathematics Methods and Physics.

Ayomide Afolabi is also to be congratulated 
for achieving a Subject Exhibition and a 
Certificate of Excellence in Mathematics 
Applications. Special mention must go to 
Luke Martino who attained Certificates of 
Excellence in Media Production and Analysis, 
and Modern History. 

Two boys from the Peter Moyes Centre (PMC) 
completed Year 12 in 2019 with a variety of 
qualifications. Julian Pizzino and Ben Strong 
spoke from the heart at the PMC Leavers’ 
Dinner, demonstrating their appreciation for 
the teachers and mentors they had during 
their Christ Church journey. Three boys on 
Indigenous Scholarships also completed their 
time at Christ Church in 2019 – Dontay Bolton, 
Isaiah Butters and Liam Henry are all looking 
at bright futures, as many staff at Christ 
Church would agree. 

Year 12 Study Skills in 2019 took on a different 
form, with an external provider working 
with the boys on key aspects of examination 
technique and preparation. The feedback 
indicated that this was extremely useful 
and added value to the fantastic work Christ 
Church teachers had already done to prepare 
the boys in all subjects. 

In 2019, Christ Church Grammar School 
had 178 students who achieved an ATAR 
and 21 who followed a non-ATAR pathway.

NASA
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Every year, a team of approximately 
six students and two teachers from the 
Christ Church Robotics Club set off to the 
international RoboCup competition, which 
this year took place in Sydney in July.

RoboCup is the largest international robotics 
competition, with multiple leagues focused 
on the development of robots for rescue, 
manual labour, domestic assistance and 
other applications.

The Rapidly Manufactured Robotics Challenge 
(RMRC), part of the RoboCupRescue Robot 
competition, focuses on the development of 
small-scale, inexpensive robots for mass-
production and deployment during disaster 
situations. In theory, first responders could 
quickly deploy this technology to effectively 
save lives, while ensuring their own safety.

In this year’s competition we faced off against 
eight other teams comprising of high school 
students and undergraduates, taking the 
robot through simulated rescue terrains and 
completing tasks ranging from traversing 
gravel and sand, to measuring carbon dioxide 
and temperature. 

Every year presents new challenges as students 
are constantly pushing the limits of both 
software and hardware. This year's focus was 
on developing better object manipulation, 
automatic symbol detection and updated 
remote-control software technologies.

Our team finished tied in third, an impressive 
result that took many sleepless nights during 
the competition. Some challenges we faced 
included broken wheels, many failed 3D 
prints, code breaking and servos overloading. 

After the finals, we presented at a symposium 
attended by many influential names in 
robotics, as part of the effort to expand the 
competition's reach.

Our sights now turn to RoboCup 2020 in 
Bordeaux, France, where the team is looking 
to redesign the entire robot as well as the 
whole codebase. We would like to thank  
Mr Louden, Mr Nolan and old boy Felix King 
(2017) for their invaluable guidance and 
assistance over this journey.

RoboCup
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After a dominant season in the PSA, the 
First and Second VIII headed to Sydney to 
compete on the national stage. With the 
boats driven across the Nullarbor – a  
four-day journey, we were ready to hit  
the water. 

Our first heat was promising, with the  
Seconds placing fourth, and the Firsts ending 
the unbeaten season of Queensland’s  
St Joseph’s Nudgee College, one of the 
strongest schoolboy crews in Australia. 

The next heat looked to be far tougher. The 
Seconds had drawn a difficult race against 
extremely strong crews. Being a very light crew, 
and rowing with Jake ‘Crab Buffet’ Palandri 
(Year 12) in five seat, they were substantially 
disadvantaged by a howling headwind. A 
subpar row resulted in the Seconds missing 
out on making the A finals. 

The wind continued to pick up, and the 
Firsts found themselves facing a gale-force 
headwind. Despite being significantly lighter 
than any others in their heat, the Firsts 
slogged their way through the head breeze to 
achieve second place by a narrow margin. 

With the Seconds making the B finals, and 
the Firsts being the only Western Australian 
team to make the A Finals on the east coast 
since 1972, tension was high. The Seconds 
came fifth in the B final, making them the 13th 
fastest schoolboy crew in Australia. Pulling a 
time that a First VIII would be proud of, they 
ended the season as the fastest Second VIII in 
the country.

The Firsts were slightly off their game, a false 
start showing the nerves. Despite not rowing 
their best race against crews many kilos 
heavier and with many more hours of training, 
plus a headwind, the Christ Church First VIII 
still put on a good showing, placing fifth 
overall and concluding a powerful season.

Looma

Looma is a remote Indigenous community, 
built at the base of a large hill, the subject 
of Dreamtime stories and located about 
four hours from Broome. Upon arrival, our 
group of 12 were immediately struck by the 
sparseness and isolation of the town. With a 
population of around 300 people, the area 
contains only a school, general store, police 
station, nursing post and houses.

Throughout the week, we worked as teacher 
aids in the classrooms across various year 
levels. This involved helping students 
with their classwork or joining in class 
discussions. The teaching style involved 
students and teachers chanting questions 
and answers back and forth, demanding 
constant attention from the students and 
encouraging them to memorise sums and 
the spelling of words. 

The kids flourished on the footy field. Footy 
consumed them. They played before school, 
recess, lunch and after school and were 
far better than any of us. They all played 
barefoot, and when given the opportunity 
to use footy boots, declined. The only 

advantage we had on them was our height, 
with all of them easily outrunning and  
‘out-skilling’ us. Everyone ensured the ball 
was shared around, with 16-year-old boys 
passing to the tiny kindy girls.

This tendency to share is indicative of a 
tight-knit and inclusive culture within the 
community. Everyone is treated as family, 
even us as outsiders, making for a warm and 
welcoming environment.
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Kununurra

At the end of Term 3, five Christ Church 
boys and eight St Mary’s girls embarked 
on a cultural immersion and service trip to 
Kununurra. The trip consisted of assisting with 
regular classroom activities, such as helping 
students with basic verbal and literacy skills, 
as well as aiding co-curricularly by playing 
football and basketball with the students. 

The trip was also a wonderful opportunity for 
us to see some of the breathtaking scenery 
around Kununurra, and to learn about 
the culture and history of the Indigenous 
residents through tours of the local art centre, 
involvement with the Clontarf Academy and 
conversations with leaders of the community.

2019 was the third year in which Christ Church partnered with  
St John Ambulance to offer a cadet program for Year 11s as a  
Friday afternoon activity, with 11 boys successfully completing  
the program this year.

The course covers an introduction to emergency care in the prehospital 
setting, including training in the use of ambulance equipment, major 
incident and mass casualty response, and the management of medical 
conditions, including heart attacks and strokes.

The boys were trained in IMPACT CPR, St John’s own high-performance 
methodology for running the resuscitation of patients. IMPACT is not 
only inspired by leading clinical research, but areas as diverse as aircraft 
cockpits and Formula One pit crews. Since its implementation, WA has 
become one of the safest places in the world to have a cardiac arrest. 
It’s a slick operation to watch, and the boys performed it well.

Each Friday afternoon, Christ Church works with the  
North Cottesloe Surf Life Saving Club (NCSLSC) as part of the 
Year 10 Surf Life Saving Cadets program. This year, a huge 
cohort of 59 cadets enrolled in the unit. Forty-nine boys 
achieved their Bronze Medallion after demonstrating skills 
including unconscious and conscious board and tube rescues, 
resuscitation, plus first aid and beach management.

They faced fierce weather 
conditions during the winter terms, yet they adapted to the rough 
swell, strong icy winds and blinding rain, learning the essential beach 
skills to be proficient in all conditions.

The cadets had a fantastic group of leaders. Elliot Rockett was superb 
as the first Year 12 to take on the role of Instructor; Year 11 student  
Jes Bromley toured Canberra as the WA Royal Surf Life Saving Cadet 
of the Year – Community Winner; and Jack Michael (Year 12) was 
the first Patrol Vice-Captain (Cottesloe Surf Life Saving Club) in the 
program and also represented Christ Church at the Surf Life Saving 
WA Rise Up leadership camp. In addition, Year 12 Nicholas Shellabear 
completed over 56 hours of voluntary patrol.

The Year 11 leadership team, tasked with water safety and support 
of tuition, also gained their Advanced Resuscitation Training 
Certification. The program would not be as successful without the 
level of engagement of the Christ Church and NCSLSC staff.

The next day we were trained in safeTALK, a 
suicide prevention program that equipped 
us with the skills to look out for people 
around us and have the confidence to talk 
about suicide to others. Later, a bush survival 
challenge really pushed us. Saturday night 
resonated with many of us as we learnt 
to truly be ourselves through a variety of 
exercises including being asked to discuss 
our insecurities and how to combat them.

The final day consisted of studying further 
self-care techniques, as well as planning 
how we can have an impact on our school 
community in areas such as toxic masculinity, 
pressure, drugs and alcohol. 

We would like to thank the Kooringal staff as 
well as Mr Richard Spence, Mr Tim Chaney and 
the incredible Mr Todd Harnwell for making 
this opportunity possible. Finally, we would 
like to thank zero2hero CEO Ashlee Harrison 
for creating a thought-provoking program, 
facilitating our own self-development and 
equipping us with skills and goals for the 
future.

The first eight weeks of the program 
comprised two, four-week rotations, in 
which boys elected to complete a series of 
lessons covering either cryptography, team 
management, micro:bit coding or the writing 
of an alternate future. After completing 
these rotations, the boys then moved into 
student-led groups to work on projects of 
their choosing, most of which centred around 
providing a solution to contemporary issues.

Projects included a sun shading umbrella, 
aimed at minimising exposure to harmful UV 
rays, a reinvention of chess and the production 
of a film aimed at raising awareness of mental 
health issues. Remaining groups competed 
in the Synergy Schools Solar Challenge, while 
others explored interfacing with Arduino 
electronic boards.

•	 Two CCGS teams had strong results in 
the University of Melbourne’s team 
competition Codemasters, with our Year 10 
team coming second and one of the Year 9 
teams placing third.

•	 Three CCGS teams ranked within the top 
eight teams in the University of New South 
Wales’ ProgComp, qualifying them for the 
grand final in Sydney.

Overall, it has been another highly successful 
year for Informatics, not only in terms of 
awards, but also in the rapid growth in 
interest across all year groups, including Year 
5s and 6s in the Preparatory School.

Finally, we would like to thank Mr Honnens 
for making Informatics at CCGS possible, from 
running the lunchtime sessions to designating 
so much of his time to organising and 
registering everyone for the competitions. 
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Fiercely led by Politics and Law teacher  
Miss Vanessa Badaraco and old boy  
Mr Harry Sanderson, Mock Trials at  
Christ Church experienced a season  
that showed much promise.

The Mock Trials competition has been run 
by the Law Society of Western Australia 
since the 1990s, with students participating 
in simulated criminal and civil trials and 
engaging in fictitious cases from grievous 
bodily harm to defamation. It provides Year 11s  
and 12s with the opportunity to build their 
advocacy skills and to work towards an 
overall case theory strategy, participating 
as a witness, solicitor, judge’s associate, 
court orderly or barrister in the three rounds 
of the season. It also equips them with an 
opportunity to improve their public speaking 
skills, think on their feet, and work as a team. 

With most Year 12s from 2018 returning, 
and a group of talented Year 11s joining the 

brotherhood, confidence was high as we 
headed into the first round. Our efforts were 
rewarded with three of the four teams walking 
away with victories. Round 2 against sister 
school St Hilda’s was another success, with 
three of the four teams securing victories and 
our fourth team losing by only half a point.

The last two rounds delivered mixed results 
and unfortunately, despite hard work and 
immense preparation, no Christ Church teams 
qualified for finals.

Mock Trials
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The Students’ 
Scholarship
At the start of Term 2, the School Prefects 
launched a student-led campaign raising 
funds from the student body to support 
a three-year scholarship for a boy who 
otherwise would not have the opportunity 
to come to CCGS. We arranged with the 
School that the boys would raise half the 
funds required for the scholar’s tuition fees, 
with the School matching the other half. We 
anticipated it would take us three years to 
achieve our fundraising goal of $45 000. The 
prefects named it The Students’ Scholarship, 
with the motto ‘By the boys, for the boys’.

After a thorough evaluation of the idea in 
Term 1, the prefects were excited to bring 
all the boys behind a common goal, and the 

reception by the boys was incredible. We 
decided to make a fun competition out of 
donating, by creating a series of tutorial and 
House challenges each week. These included 
a golden ‘skip the canteen queue’ ticket, a 
hot chocolate station at recess, a table tennis 
game against the Executive staff and shoe 
shining by the prefects. The winning House 
was also given a lunchtime on the Cadet 
Inflatable Obstacle Course, which the Wolsey 
boys really enjoyed. 

Within several weeks, with the support of our 
school community, we managed to raise our 
three-year fundraising goal – an incredible 
achievement.

At the end of the campaign, the prefects 
wrote a testimonial for the scholarship 
selection panel to consider, which reflected 

the qualities we believed important at our 
School. These included talent in academic 
or co-curricular domains, community 
involvement and virtues such as humility, 
authenticity, compassion, integrity, resilience 
and a strong work ethic.

eV Challenge

The Electric Vehicle (eV) Challenge, sponsored by Synergy, is a  
three-class event open to schools, universities and the public. 
Division A is restricted to Years 7 to 10, Division B is open to  
Year 11s and 12s with Division C aimed at universities and the 
public. Each team must produce a battery-powered vehicle, with 
the goal of completing a one-hour endurance race without running 
out of charge, under a strict budget and following the rules and 
regulations created by the eV committee.

This year, nine Year 11 boys had to modify and mechanically enhance 
last year’s cars, as well as construct an entirely new vehicle. In a team of 
boys with different skill sets and experience, we had to solve problems, 
such as: the angle of chamber needed for the front wheels for efficient 
steering; welding metals such as aluminum to improve chassis rigidity; 
and measuring the correct number of pounds per square inch needed to 
prevent a tyre from exploding, while under a heavy steering load, on a 
track with surface temperatures exceeding 30 degrees Celsius.

The eV Challenge is a wonderful experience for boys who share an 
interest in the world of motorsport and engineering, working under time 
pressure to ensure the legality of the cars to race, fixing any last-minute 
issues and acting as pit crew members for the drivers.

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This year brought a kaleidoscope of 
activity and learning to the School through 
our guest speaker program, mostly 
in the classroom but also to the wider 
community. 

Classroom talks were numerous and across 
subject areas. We brought authors Dave Warner, 
Madelaine Dickie, Jon Doust and poet  
JP Quinton to the English classroom, as well 
as James Back, CEO of Reconciliation WA, 
who discussed AO Neville and the Stolen 
Generation with the Year 9 English Extension 
class. We were lucky to acquire the services of  
academics Christopher Wortham, Dennis Haskell, 
Kieran Dolin and Tony Hughes-d’Aeth to 
lecture our Literature students. We also were 
fortunate enough to host a visit to the General 
English boys from old boy and adventurer, 
Matt Gabriele.

For Humanities we arranged a visit by 
Dr Ethan Blue and organised a talk by 
distinguished liver surgeon,  
Professor Luc Delriviere, for the Year 9 
Geography cohort. In this talk Professor 
Delriviere detailed his dangerous exploratory 
adventure to the narrow plateaus of the 
Antarctic Peninsula in December of 2018.

To add to this, we also arranged speakers for 
Drama, Science and Personal and Spiritual 
Development (PSD). Our Theatre Arts students 
were lucky enough to attend a Q and A 
session with playwright Dickon Oxenburgh. 
We also managed to secure the services of old 
boy physicist Ben McAllister to talk to boys 
throughout Science Week. Our Year 9 PSD 
boys were blessed with a visit from Brevet 
Senior Sergeant Revis Ryder who earlier this 
year was awarded the Australian Police Medal 
and who is Officer in Charge of Warakurna 
Multi-Function Police Station, the first entirely 
Indigenous-run police station in Australia.

2019 also saw the Centre for Ethics continue its 
fruitful partnership with the Wynne Centre for 
Boys’ Health and Wellbeing and, in this space, 
we were fortunate enough to co-host talks to 
the wider community from Dr Justin Coulson 
on growth mindset, Dr Jodi Richardson and 
Michael Grose on anxious kids, as well as the 
Bill Jennings' mother and son event. Also, in 
a partnership with our Indigenous students, 
we organised for Professor Colleen Hayward 
to address the Senior School on ‘Voice, Treaty, 
Truth’ at the NAIDOC Assembly.

2019 saw two events for the wider school 
community. The first occurred in September 
and was an event we shared with St George’s 
College and took place at that venue. This 
was a talk from heritage architect John Taylor, 
who wrote an architectural biography of the 
eminent architect and soldier Sir JJ Talbot 
Hobbs. He gave a presentation entitled  
‘Hobbs 100 years ago’, which looked at some 
of the great architectural achievements 
of Hobbs from 2019 to his death in 1938, 
also touching on his outstanding military 
record. The second event was a talk given 
by firefighter and adventurer Steve Choate

Once again, the Computer Science 
Department enjoyed a good year, with 
plenty of exciting projects developed 
across all year groups. Students had the 
opportunity to build their own computers, 
design and create their own games and 
look at how to exploit weaknesses in 
computer systems.

We offered an exciting new Cyber Security 
course to our Year 10 students. As technology 
and the internet become more ubiquitous, 
it is increasingly important that students are 
aware of the potential dangers associated 
with keeping their data online. We also 
visited Edith Cowan University’s (ECU) Cyber 
Security Centre of Excellence in Joondalup, 
where the boys were given an insight into the 
opportunities available in working in cyber 
security.

Outside the classroom we also had boys 
demonstrate their cyber security skills by 
competing in a number of Capture the Flag 
(CTF) competitions, in which teams exploit 
weaknesses in a computer system to find 
hidden messages. Four of our boys, Year 12s  
Alex Brown, Harry Ickeringill and Jake Palandri 
and Year 10 student Max Godfrey successfully 
competed in the inaugural PeCan CTF 
competition, organised as a joint venture 
between the Australian Signals Directorate 
and ECU. Our boys enjoyed a day of training 
and then excelled in the competition, finishing 
as comfortable victors.

In other year groups, courses continued to 
evolve as boys were given access to a range 
of new technologies. We started to make 
extensive use of micro:bit devices in several 
classes, allowing for a fun and interactive 
introduction to networks and communication. 
The discovery of a new Python library, called 
Pygame Zero, gave our Year 9 class the chance 
to quickly and easily make fun arcade games 
as part of the Mobile App Development 
course.

Computer Science
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Our annual Design and Technology Exhibition marked the end of 
another fantastic year and showcased the outstanding efforts of our 
students with the collaboration of our talented staff.

A cat exercise wheel, mini motor bike and wave-inspired bench were just 
a few of the impressive works displayed as part of the exhibition. This year 
there was over 200 entries in 13 unique categories.

Each year we are amazed at the quality of work the students produce and 
this year was no exception. We had several tables and desks that would 
not be out of place in any showroom.

Each year our courses are designed to build upon student skills and 
processes covered the previous year, leading to several outstanding and 
unique design solutions in the senior years. Projects range from passive 
speaker boxes in Year 7, napkin holders in Year 8, Co2 dragsters in Year 9 
and segmented bowl turning in Year 10.

chocolate factory was brought to life. 

It was a marvellous play filled with delicious 
eatables, wild rides, fudge, chewing gum, pink 
flamingoes and enough chocolate for a lifetime. 
Those who were lucky enough to find themselves 
with a Golden Ticket would have enjoyed a 
nonsensical and ridiculous night of humour and 
tongue-in-cheek wit.

From an audience 
perspective, the play itself felt more like a rollercoaster than 
a piece of theatre. This was led by the rapid and intense 
scene changes that took place on the corner stage of the 
Subiaco Arts Centre. This crafty design allowed the cast 
to weave under the bank of seats and pop up through the 
audience mid-scene. It truly was a play that put people 
in the centre.

A focus 
on fundamental movement skills and 
swimming lessons by Kirby Swim in 
Preparatory Physical Education classes 
were other enterprises. 

The introduction of the Christ Church 
1K – a running track through the School 
– is to encourage Prep boys to be active, 
by running it in the morning and during 
their annual lapathon, with Senior 
School boys using the track as a part of 
their warm-up for PE classes.

Perhaps the most exciting aspect of 
2019 was the opening of the new water 
polo pool, which forms part of the joint 
Aquatic Precinct with MLC. This, along 
with the total refurbishment of our 
changerooms, means we are able to 
provide a first-class facility for the boys 
and our wider community.

Humanities at Christ Church 
encompasses a diverse range of 
subjects and topics. 2019 proved an 
enjoyable year, with our department 
focusing on the consolidation of the 
Western Australian Curriculum and 
the ongoing refinement of the boys’ 
learning and our teaching. 

Some specific subject highlights from the 
past year included:

Ancient and Modern 
History
The Year 7 History Extension classes 
visited the University of Western 
Australia (UWA) Classics and Archaeology 
Departments where Senior Lecturer  
Dr Lara-Louise O’Sullivan put the boys 
through their paces on Ancient Greek 
sources. The focus was the ancient 
Olympics, and our boys impressed the 
university staff and undergraduates with 
their knowledge and analytical skills. UWA 
lecturer and American history specialist Dr 
Ethan Blue visited Christ Church, speaking 
to our Year 11 Modern History classes on 
a range of topics from the 19th and 20th 
centuries. The visit coincided with the 
boys’ current exploration of capitalism in 
the US during 1907 to 1941.

Career and Enterprise
In preparation for work experience, 
students undertook a formal 20-minute 
interview with Mrs Annette Boyle, a 
Christ Church parent experienced in 
recruitment. In preparating for the 
interview, the boys had to find a suitable 

job on Seek, complete application forms, 
create a resume and put together an 
employment portfolio. 

Students doing Career and Enterprise 
completed two work placements this year. 
We had boys working on the Svitzer tug 
boats at Fremantle Harbour, preparing 
meat at Mondo di Carne butchers, assisting 
the sports teacher at Cowaramup Primary 
School, helping to service cars and trucks 
at Totally 4x4, and learning how to run an 
office at the Town of Mosman Park, just to 
name a few. 

Economics, Accounting 
and Finance, Investing 
and Enterprise
A small group of Year 12s attended the 
Student Economics Forum, organised by 
Chamber of Commerce and Industry WA 
together with the Economics Teachers’ 
Association of WA. The boys engaged in 
interactive exercises that challenged and 
stimulated their understanding of economics 
within key business environments. All our 
Year 12 Economics classes visited Curtin 
University for presentations on current 
economic trends and forecasts and had the 
opportunity to hear from the author of their 
textbook, Steven Kemp, on examination 
technique. The Year 10 Investing students 
visited the UWA Trading Room, run by Dr Lee 
Smales. He explained the different ways of 
analysing share prices and share value, and 
then ran a simulation share market trading 
game for the boys to apply some of the 
principles he had taught.

Humanities
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Humanities

Geography
Year 11 students visited Rottnest Island 
to collect data on ecotourism, Year 12 
Geography boys visited Point Walter and 
travelled across the Perth urban area 
looking at climate and land cover change 
mitigation and planning strategies, while 
the Year 10 Geography classes visited 
Point Peron and Port Coogee in their study 
of coastal processes and management. 
Year 9 geographers visited the zoo as 
part of their unit on biomes and enjoyed 
a presentation, from prominent liver and 
kidney surgeon Professor Luc Delriviere, 
on his fascinating expedition across 
Antarctica, while Year 7 Geography 
students visited Montario Quarter, 
Shenton Park and Bayview Terrace, 
Claremont, examining the liveability  
of places.

Philosophy and Ethics, 
Politics and Law
Philosophy students enjoyed a number 
of guest speakers this year: Dr Nin Kirkham, 
Head of Philosophy at UWA, on critical 
reasoning; Dr Chris Letheby, Philosophy 
lecturer at UWA, on the philosophy of 
science; and Dr Lachlan Umbers, also from 
UWA, on the right to vote in democracy and 
political philosophy. Mr Mitch Barrington 
(2014), an old boy, presented his honours 
thesis on epistemology to the Year 11 
Philosophy and Ethics class. Students 
also participated strongly in the Ethics 
Olympiad and Philosothon. 

As part of the Year 9 Civics and Citizenship 
unit, all Year 9 boys attended the 
Parliament of Western Australian, the 
Constitutional Centre of Western Australia 
and the Electoral Education Centre, 
where they learnt about the processes, 
procedures, systems and structures of WA’s 
political and legal system. 

Boys also participated in the PSA’s 
inaugural academic event of Model United 
Nations. Boys competed in teams of three, 
representing China, Sweden and Vietnam. 
Each team member had a role as either 
speaker, researcher or negotiator. Our 
boys performed incredibly well and were 
successful at prosecuting their countries’ 
agendas. Ed Stoddart (Year 10) received 
an adjudicator’s choice award for best 
speaker, whilst the boys representing 
Sweden were voted third best team,  
out of 16, in the peer voting. 

Other notable individual achievements by 
Humanities students included:

•	 Chris Law (Year 12) was runner-up in the 
UWA Classics and Ancient History Essay 
Competition;

•	 Christ Church came second in the 
Philosothon with Kartikeya Kaushal (Year 
11) awarded most promising philosopher 
on the night; 

•	 Year 10 students finishing in third place 
overall in the Ethics Olympiad;

•	 Year 11 Economics students took part in 
the ASX Sharemarket Game (2) with Theo 
Browne (Year 11) runner-up in WA;

•	 Year 8 students Seville Cooper,  
Tom Edibam, Ben Kao, Charlie Mill 
and Lachlan Story all received High 
Distinctions in the Australian History 
Competition;

•	 A number of Year 10 History Extension 
students took part in The Simpson 
Prize competition, with Ed Stoddart 
and Nicholas Tan receiving Highly 
Commended for their entries;  

•	 The following students were in the top 
one per cent in their respective age 
categories in the Australian Geography 
Competition: Alex Molyneux and Andy Wu 
(Year 7); Callum Breen, Joshua Chen and 
Harry Della-Vedova (Year 9); and  
Tom Heyning and Aditya Muthukattu 
(Year 10).

Finally, as part of the global perspective 
we bring to all our subjects, it was also a 
highlight to host students from St Paul’s 
College in Hong Kong, continuing our long 
association with the school. We look forward 
to 2020 when we hope to have a reciprocal 
visit, as well as to our other Humanities 
exchange school, Hwa Chong Institution in 
Singapore.

Linguistics Olympiad
Term 1 saw 20 of our top Year 9 and 10 
students participate in the annual Australian 
Computational and Linguistics Olympiad 
(OzCLO). In teams of five, the boys competed 
against each other as well as teams from 
across Western Australia. The results were  
very pleasing with three teams achieving 
bronze certificates and two achieving gold. 
Our gold medallist teams were Year 9 students 
Joshua Chen, Jason Liu, Kenneth Lo and  
Krish Mall, and our Year 10s were Isaac Ching, 
Ryan Choi, Daniel Zhou and Andy Zhuang.

Out and about
There were many opportunities for our 
students to appreciate the cultures of the 
languages they study. Our Year 7 Chinese 
classes enjoyed a day of immersive Chinese 
activities at the UWA Confucius Institute. The 
boys tried kung fu, wrote calligraphy and of 
course, ate as many delicious dumplings as 
they could. Our Year 9 Chinese classes enjoyed 
a Term 4 excursion exploring Northbridge’s 
Chinatown district. 

The Year 12 French cohort showed great 
enthusiasm to immerse themselves in all 
things French on offer in the city. In Term 1, 
the group spent an enjoyable evening taking 
in the French film Au bout des doigts. Just prior 
to their trial examinations in September, the 
group marked the end of their French studies 
at Christ Church with a fine dining experience 
at French restaurant P’tite Ardoise Bistro.

Japanese exchange
Early in Term 3 we welcomed 15 boys from  
Hotoku Gakuen High School in Japan for an 
immersive 12-night homestay program. The 
Hotoku boys proved very effective in the Years 
7 to 10 Japanese classes, allowing our boys 
to practise their Japanese while also helping 
our guests with their English. The group 
experienced all that Christ Church had to offer 
– from excursions with their host brothers to 
participating in PSA trainings and fixtures.

Languages
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Languages Week
Our Year 7 and 8 Japanese students saw their 
classrooms transformed into a sushi bar for a 
Makizushi Taiken experience. On the menu were 
vegetarian, Californian, tuna and teriyaki chicken rolls, 
all proving very popular. The boys received expert 
guidance in assembling, rolling and, of course, eating 
their creations and did their best not to leave a single 
piece behind. The Year 8 and 9 Chinese classes were 
able to appreciate the martial arts, participating 
in kung fu lessons with a master instructor. The 
week saw two renowned vendors bring French and 
Japanese food to Christ Church. Crêpes de Paris were 
an immediate hit, with queues of hungry boys lining 
up at recess and lunch breaks just to get a taste. In line 
with the day’s theme, a local French music duo played 
at lunchtime as the sun shone and the boys (and staff) 
tucked into their delicious crêpes.

Alliance Française 
excellence
Year 10 to 12 students sat the annual  
Alliance Française Examination, with Max 
Martin (Year 12) achieving one of the top 
marks in the State. Two Christ Church boys, 
Finn Lip (Year 9) and Lucas Hogan (Year 10) 
achieved second place in their respective 
categories in the poetry competition.

On the airwaves
2019 saw the Lens on Languages podcast 
go live. On the new forum, for students 
to connect with what’s happening in the 
world of languages, we discussed with past 
and present students an array of topics 
from approaching ATAR examinations to 
continuing language studies at university.

Connecting with Perth’s 
Japanese community
During Languages Week we inaugurated 
an association with the Japanese School 
in Perth (JSP). Our Year 9 Japanese class 
had the chance to visit JSP and present 
their picture books to the Year 4s. The boys 
worked tirelessly in the lead up and made 
themselves proud on the day by pushing 
their spoken Japanese to another level. The 
boys also tried their hands at traditional 
Japanese games and calligraphy, providing 
the Year 4s with plenty of laughs throughout 
the morning.

Video Matsuri national 
winners
It was a very proud moment for a Christ Church  
team to be crowned winners in the Japan 
Foundation’s Video Matsuri short film 
competition for the first time. The Years 7 to 
9 boys who participated are congratulated 
for their time, effort and expertise in 
creating something so entertaining. The 
Christ Church entry, Ohashi no kurou 
(Chopstick Struggles) was judged equal first 
place in the Junior Secondary category, 
against over 70 other schools from across 
Australia.

The Mathematics Department had a busy, 
successful and competitive year beginning 
with the Have Sum Fun competition held 
in March.

Teams performed strongly, with the Year 11 
team placing sixth, the Year 12s seventh, the 
Year 9s third and the Year 10 team sixth. In 
the Year 9 competition, there was a very close 
battle for first. We finished one point behind, 
but ultimately placed third due to time taken 
to complete the tiebreaker questions. The  
Year 7 and 8 teams also performed strongly, 
even though they were one member short. 
They finished second and seventh respectively.

The Computational and Algorithmic Thinking 
(CAT) competition took place in April. One 
hundred and eighty-eight boys braved the 
7.15am start, with six boys achieving perfect 
scores. They were Xiangyu Huang (Year 7), 
Ryan Tang (Year 8), Samuel English (Year 9 and 
best in school), Year 10s Ben Nowrojee and 
Oliver Powell, and William Thomas (Year 12). 
We also received 39 Distinctions across the 
six different year groups, all above the State 
average.

The Mathematics Enrichment program ran 
from April to September, for a period of 16 
weeks. This challenge is unique, as boys are 
required to work through information and 
then practise before attempting their final 
questions for submission. The questions 
are often above the level of the Australian 
Curriculum and give the boys a unique 
opportunity to improve their communication 
using mathematical language.

Year 7 and 8 students sat the Euler Enrichment 
Questions, Year 9s the Gauss Competition 
and Year 10 the Noether Questions. We had 
an excellent uptake, with 23 boys starting the 
enrichment program and submitting answers 
to the questions. We achieved outstanding 
results. Of particular note were the High 
Distinctions achieved by Jeremiah Wang 
(Year 7) in Euler and Joshua Chen (Year 9) in 
Noether.

This program also gave the boys, especially 
the Year 10s, excellent grounding for the 
Australian Mathematics Competition (AMC) 
in August and the Australian Intermediate 
Mathematical Olympiad (AIMO) in September. 

In the AMC, 218 boys sat the challenging 
75-minute competition which ran over 
different times of the days, with the Year 11 
and 12 boys starting at 7.00am. Results were 
fantastic with two medals awarded to  
Andy Wu (Year 7), who achieved a perfect 
score, and to Joshua Chen (Year 9) who 
achieved 125 out of a possible 135.  
Harold Smith (Year 8) and Matthew Bailey 
(Year 9) also achieved prizes in their respective 
year groups. Overall, we achieved 38 High 
Distinctions, placing the boys in the top one 
per cent of the State, and 88 Distinctions, 
equating to being placed in the top five per 
cent. Again, Christ Church boys performed 
above the State average in all year groups.

The AIMO took place at the end of September, 
with seventeen boys participating. Joshua Chen  
(Year 9) won a prize and was invited to attend 
the Australian Olympiad Training camp. Other 

significant results included Isaac Ching  
(Year 10) and Emil Ong (Year 10) who achieved 
Distinctions and Andy Wu (Year 7) who 
achieved a credit, only just missing out on a 
Distinction. 

We finished the year with the Western 
Australian Junior Olympiad, held at UWA in 
October. This competition is open to Year 
7 to 9 students and Christ Church entered 
six teams. Our Year 9 team won first prize 
with 109 points. Five individual prizes were 
awarded to Year 9 students Joshua Chen,  
Krish Mall and Sean Morgan, and Year 7s 
Jeremiah Wang and Andy Wu.

It is with utmost pride that I write news of 
the exciting happenings and achievements 
in Science at Christ Church. 

‘Destination Moon’ was the direction staff 
and students found themselves embarking 
on in Science Week, discovering past missions 
to the Moon and space programs that have 
solved some seemingly unsolvable problems. 
With photography competitions, a huge space 
Lego build in the library and numerous class 
activities, students were able to explore some 
of their passions. The much sought-after  
accolade of being crowned best junior and 
senior scientific minds at Christ Church in 
the annual Science Quiz, again featured 
prominently. We were lucky to hear from old 
boy Ben McAllister, who spoke about life as 
a scientist and enthralled students with his 
research into dark matter and other mysteries 
of the universe.

2019 again saw CCGS Science students 
produce outstanding results across a variety 
of competitions. Resilient and steadfast, our 
Years 10 and 11 Science Olympiad students 
flexed their mental muscles through a series 
of challenging questions, designed to find 
the most able students to represent Australia. 
We saw seven Christ Church students achieve 

High Distinctions, placing them in the top 
10 per cent of students across Australia in 
either Biology, Chemistry or Physics. Sincere 
congratulations to Ben Davison-Petch (Year 12), 
who built upon his success at the Olympiad 
Summer School by going on to represent 
Australia at the Asian Physics Olympiad. 

In the Australian National Chemistry Quiz, 
192 students across all years were selected to 
compete and produced fantastic results.  
Held in over 20 countries, our boys were 
awarded 21 High Distinction Excellence 
awards for outstanding performance and 
69 High Distinctions, which are awarded to 
the top 10 per cent of students in the State. 
All of these results are a truly wonderful 
achievement for the boys, but also a reflection 
on the high-quality teaching within the 
Science Department.

Psychology continues to engage large 
numbers of boys with its broad application 
to a variety of disciplines. This year, a Year 9 
Psychology program was added to our classes. 
Thanks to a parent grant, Mindz Brainplay 
provided an engaging and hands-on incursion, 
which helped boys visualise brain function 
and watch neurons fire in real time through 
electroencephalogram (EEG) headsets.

With the rich diversity of Western Australia’s 
flora and fauna found in this world-renowned 
biodiversity hotspot, it is important we 
continue to make our students aware of 
the fragile but exciting environment that 
surrounds them. Our Year 7 students visited 
Herdsman Lake through our continued 
involvement with the WA Gould League, 
exploring its rich history and significance, and 
having the opportunity to put into practice 
their biological sampling skills, observation, 
water testing and assessment. Our Year 11 
Biology Camp continues to build on these 
skills with students heading to the Perth Hills 
to assess and identify flora and fauna, explore 
the biomass and the various biological 
relationships comprising our natural world. 
They continued on to Hillarys to explore 
aspects of marine science and biology,  
further extending their practical learning.

At Christ Church, we have a hands-on, 
practical approach to engage students 
and consolidate theoretical learning in the 
sciences. Understanding the natural and 
physical world is an integral part of the 
jigsaw in developing our students to be well 
adjusted, rounded global citizens and future 
agents of change.

This year, the course of the Preparatory 
School took a new and exciting path.  
The new school was officially opened 
on Wednesday 6  February by The Most 
Reverend Kay Goldsworthy AO, Archbishop 
of Perth. For the first time in its history, 
the Preparatory School became a Pre-
Kindergarten to Year 6 school with a full 
complement of year levels. I acknowledge 
all the people involved in the planning, 
designing and building of this world-class 
facility for teaching and learning.

2019 also saw the unveiling and official launch 
of our new Houses in Manjar Square. With 
the aid of Nyoongar elder Dr Richard Wally

Over the course of the year, the boys 
were involved in a range of activities and 
competitions:

•	 The Mathematics Have Sum Fun team 
competed at Aranmore Catholic College 
and was able to defeat Hale in a tiebreaker 
to take out first prize.

•	 Ari Fisher (Year 5) and Edward Keogh 
(Year 4) were awarded gold medals in the 
Senior and Junior Speakers’ Challenge 
respectively.

•	 Many of our boys competed in the 
various ICAS competitions with 81 High 
Distinctions and Distinctions awarded.  
Declan Chan (Year 3), Justin Goh (Year 5), 
Max Harrison (Year 6), Aidan Lim (Year 6) 
and Narendran Reddy (Year  6) achieved 
the highest possible scores and were 
awarded medals.  

•	 The Preparatory School won the 
Championship Shield at the WA Primary 
Schools’ Orienteering Championships. 
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•	 The Future Problem Solving team, 
as part of the Centre for Excellence, 
represented the State at the nationals in 
Brisbane, where they competed against 
other students across Australia. 

•	 2nd place in the da Vinci Decathlon for 
both Year 5 and Year 6 teams.

•	 The introduction of a broader Year 7  
transition program, under the guidance 
of Mr Angus, Mr Pyefinch, teachers of 
Year 6 and the Senior School, further 
prepared our Year 6 boys. 

•	 The boys involved in the Learning 
Development Centre continued to 
be provided with tailored support, 
demonstrating some wonderful stories 
of success.

•	 2019 saw the introduction of the 
Innovation Space into our teaching and 
learning program, and the promotion 
of eating fresh fruit and vegetables via 
the Crunch and Sip initiative further 
highlighted the importance of healthy 
eating across the Preparatory School. 

•	 Our musicians impressed us with 
their involvement in the Fremantle 
Eisteddfod, Combined Choir 
performances at St Hilda’s, Concerts 
on the Lawn, and the concert band 
performed music from Pirates of the 
Caribbean on Orientation Day. 

•	 In Drama, a highlight of the year 
was the Year 6 production of What a 
Knight! with many boys taking up the 
opportunity to perform in front of 
friends and families over four nights.

The promotion of reading continues to be 
a top priority and this year the Preparatory 
School was fortunate to have a range of 
visiting authors. These included Australian 
Children's Laureate Morris Gleitzman, 
inspiring slam poet Zohab Zee Khan  
and Australian author and illustrator 
James Foley. Andy Griffiths also launched
