A few points to note: 

 
• Students will need a charged laptop each day for the NAPLAN testing. They will not be 

able to charge their device in the testing room. 
 

• Students are required to have headphones to answer all the questions in the test. 
These must connect to their laptop via a cable (Bluetooth is disabled while the NAPLAN 
test is running, so AirPods etc. will not work).  

 
• For students in Year 7 

• The headphones can connect via 3.5mm jack or via USB-C connector 
 

• For students in Year 9 
• The headphones will need to connect via a USB-C connector (so be either 

headphones with a USB-C connector or have a 3.5 mm jack and a 3.5 mm to 
USB-C adaptor).
